THERE WERE TIMES THAT WE DIDN`T EVEN SET IN ON THE
APPOINTMENTS
OR EVEN MEET THE CLIENT`S UNTIL AFTER THE SELL WAS COMPLETED.
NOW PRUDENTIAL WANTS THE AGENTS TO TAKE THE FALL FOR
SOMETHING
THAT THEY TOLD US TO DO, SHOWED US HOW TO DO IT AND IN MANY
CASES DID IT FOR US. MY IMMEDIATE SUPERVISOR`S THAT ARE
RESPONSIBLE FOR THESE SALES WHERE [OTHER FIRM EMPLOYEES].
WETHER LOCAL MANAGEMENT OR HOME OFFICE MANAGEMENT THEY
WOULD
REQUIRE US TO GO TO MEETINGS IN TOWN AND OUT OF TOWN. AT THESE
MEETINGS THEY WOULD HAVE HOME OFFICE MANAGERS EXPLAIN HOW
TO
REPLACE POLICIES, USING VIDEO`S AND COMPUTER PRINT OUTS TO
EXPLAIN HOW IT WAS TO WORK AND WHAT WE WERE TO DO. THEN WE
WERE
REQUIRED TO GO THROUGH OUR CLIENTS RECORDS AND EITHER THE
AGENT
OR THE MANAGER WOULD MAKE THE APPOINTMENT AND EITHER THE
AGENT
OR THE MANGER WOULD GO OUT AND MAWKE THE SELL OR IN THIS CASE
THE TRANSFER. MANY TIMES WE WERE THREATENED OR PRESSURED TO
MAKE SUCH SALES OR LOSS OUR JOBS. I EVENTUALLY QUIT BECAUSE OF
THE ABUSIVE TREATMENT OF [OTHER FIRM EMPLOYEES] AND
CONSTANTLY BEING FORCED TO DO SOMETHING I DIDN`T FEEL WAS
RIGHT. LOOKING BACK I SHOULD HAVE QUIT SOONER, BUT THE ACTIONS
OF PRUDENTIAL AND THEIR MANAGMENT ARE 100% AT FAULT FOR THIS
AND ANY OTHER COMPLAINTS OR CLAIMS LIKE THIS AGAINST ANY
FORMER
PRUDENTIAL AGENT.
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
